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You tested negative for 
COVID-19
This may mean you were not infected at the time
your test was performed. It is possible that you were
very early in your infection at the time of your test 
and that you could test positive later, or you could 
be exposed later and then develop the illness. It is 
still strongly advised that you monitor your health 
and practice social distancing.
